FUNDRAISERS 
 
   “Do I have to collect all the money?” 

No, you do NOT have to collect the money. Simply circle the amount pledged and turn your Pledge 
Forms in at the Shoot-Out. The money will be collected through the mail.  Please make sure that names, 
addresses and phone numbers are recorded correctly.  If sponsors want to give you money directly, 
please have checks made payable to “LCS/Shoot-Out” and circle “PAID” in the space provided.  Turn the 
checks in with your Pledge Form. Prizes will be released upon receipt of 95% of donations pledged. 
 

   “How much can I raise and what are the prizes?” 
There is no limit—you’ll be surprised how easy it is!  Nine of ten people will say YES!  The more people 
you ask—the more funding available for tuition assistance.  Although this event is about furthering the 
ministry and effectiveness of LCS, the prizes are very cool. Prizes may be redeemed for their cash value.
